Does our bike have a first-aid kit?  
 
 We should all make it a point to get our own first-aid kit put together.  If you already 
have one on your bike, take a look at it and replace anything that you may have used, is 
damaged, or out of date.  There is no “set” list of items to keep in a first-aid kit, but you 
should stock items for use in a trauma situation along with minor problems.   
 First aid kits come in many shapes and sizes.  You can buy a commercially sold kit 
from a drug store, or you can make your own kit.  Whether you buy a first-aid kit or put one 
together, make sure it has all the items you may need.  Include any personal items, such as 
medication and emergency phone numbers, or other items your physician may suggest.  
You should check the kit regularly for damaged items and for expiration dates and replace 
any used and out of date contents.  You should also let others in your group know where it 
is stored on the bike in case you are injured.      
 Many other items can be included in your kit, but the key is to have a First-aid / 
Trauma Kit on your bike. 
 Adhesive bandages, various sizes 
 5” X 9” sterile dressing 
 Conforming roller gauze bandage and Triangular bandages 
 3 X 3  and 4 X 4 sterile gauze pads 
 Roll of 3” cohesive bandages 
 Germicidal hand wipes or waterless alcohol-based hand sanitizer, and antiseptic wipes 
 Pair large medical grade non-latex gloves 
 Adhesive tape, 2” width 
 Anti-bacterial ointment 
 Cold pack 
 Scissors (small personal) 
 Tweezers 
 CPR breathing barrier, such as face shield 
 Non-prescription drugs 
 Aspirin or a non aspirin pain reliever 
 Anti-diarrhea medication 
 Antacid )for stomach upset)
