Rider Education
January 2009

The holidays are over and it's

time we start getting ready for another year of ri ding with
our GWRRA family. If we have stored our bike during the cold
months we need to do a few things before we go off for a long
ride.

First, we need to inspect our bikes and make sure they are
in proper mechanical condition to ride. Running a T-Clock is a
good way to make sure that all the items are checke d. If you do
not feel comfortable doing the inspection yourself, you might

have someone else help you or take your bike to a g ualified me-
chanic.
T-Clock is an acronym that describes an overall safety in-

spection of the motorcycle. T-Clock stands for: Tires and
Wheels, Controls, Lights, Oil, Chassis, and Kickstand. While
this is a much more extensive inspection than you w ould nor-
mally make at a rest stop, this will give you an id ea of what you
should be looking for and checking in most aspects of the mo-
torcycle to maintain proper operations or alert you to improper
operations.
T-Tires and Wheels: inspect condition of front and r ear
tires (pressure tread), wheels, rims, and seals
C-Controls: this covers the conditions of levers, c ables,
hoses, and throttle
L-lights: inspection of lights, lenses, reflectors, wiring, and
headlight reflector, also check the aim of the headlight
(right / left & height
O-oil: check levels and for leaks in engine oll, re ar end
gear oil, hydraulic brake fluid, coolant, and f uel

C-chassis: inspect frame, steering head bearings, s wing
arm, and suspension

K-kickstand: inspect center stand and side stand fo r
cracks and bent parts, maintain proper tension on s pring to
keep stand in place when folded up, and make sure e ngine stops

with the brake in gear and the side stand extended

Whether you use T-Clock or your own
experience with your inspection, make
sure the bike is ride worthy. | encour-
age each of you to routinely go over
your bikes or have a mechanic do it

for you.

If you need mechanical repairs this might be the b est time to
get them done. Most of the shops will not have a | ot of work yet.

You might also want to do some parking lot practic e. Thisis
a good way to hone our skills and share some time w ith our
friends.

You might also want to start some shorter rides to get back
into practice and prepare for longer rides to come. If you have not
ridden in a few months you should not expect to cli mb back into
the saddle and be as sharp as you were last year.

Let’'s make this year a Fun and Safe one. We have a great or-

ganization and the best people to do it with.
